Enactment of this legislation increases the recycling fee on the sale of new lubricating motor oil by
$.04 starting on July 1, 2026. This bill could increase revenue to the Used QOil Collection Administration
restricted account by $678,000 ongoing starting in FY 2027.

Enactment of this legislation could cost the Department of Environmental Quality $687,000 ongoing
from the Used Oil Collection Administration restricted account for staff and programmatic costs related
to the Used Oil Collection program. Enactment could also cost the Tax Commission $3,900 one-time
from the General Fund in FY 2026 to update forms, instructions, and processes related to a change in
the recycling fee at the point of sale.

Enactment of this legislation likely will not result in direct, measurable costs for local governments.

Enactment of this legislation could result in businesses and individuals who purchase new (non-
recycled) lubricating oil an additional $678,000 annually in aggregate from paying an additional $.04
per quart for the oil recycling fee.

Enactment of this legislation likely will not change the regulatory burden for Utah residents or
businesses.

Performance Evaluation JR1-4-601

This bill does not create a new program or significantly expand an existing program.
