247 (i) there is substantial evidence to support the offense; and
248 (ii) based on information reasonably available to the magistrate or judge, {within
249 {eoffense;} theindividual was, within three yearsbefore the day on which theindividual
was arrested for the offense:
250 (A) {arrested} charged for amisdemeanor or felony offense that was not atraffic
offense at
251 least fivetimes, and
252  (B) convicted of a misdemeanor or felony offense that was not a traffic offense at
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253 least onetime.
