Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “No Toxic Chemicals

in Food Packaging Act of 20267,
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SEC. 2. SUBSTANCES DEEMED UNSAFE FOR USE AS FOOD

CONTACT SUBSTANCES.

(a) IN GENERAL.
Drug, and Cosmetic Act (21 U.S.C. 348) is amended by
adding at the end the following:

“(1) SUBSTANCES DEEMED UNSAFE FOR USE AS

“(E) Acrylamide.

“(F) BHA (tert-Butyl-4-hydroxyanisole).

“(J) Benzene.

“(K) Chloroform.

“(Ii) Methylene chloride.

“(2) ALTERNATIVE SUBSTANCES.

In acting in
response to any petition under this section to estab-
lish safety with respect to a food contact substance
that the Secretary determines to be an alternative to
a substance listed in paragraph (1), in addition to
the criteria under subsection (¢), the Secretary shall
consider potential adverse effects of exposure to the

substance on vulnerable populations.

“(3) DEFINITIONS.—In this subsection:

“(A) The term ‘ortho-phthalates’ means a
class of chemicals that are non-polymeric esters
of ortho-phthalic acid.

“(B) The term ‘PFAS’ means a
perfluoroalkyl substance or a polyfluoroalkyl
substance that contains at least 1 fully
fluorinated methyl or methylene carbon atom.

“(C) The term ‘vulnerable population’
means a human population that is subject to
the potential for disproportionate exposure to,
or the potential for disproportionate adverse ef-

fect from exposure to, a chemical substance or

(b) PRESERVATION OF STATE AND LOCAL AUTHOR-
1TYy.—Section 409 of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cos-
metic Act (21 U.S.C. 348) is amended further by adding
at the end the following:

THORITY.—

any rule promulgated under this section, shall be
construed to limit the authority of a State or polit-

9 “(2) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION REGARDING

18 (¢) DELAYED APPLICABILITY.—Section 409(1) of the

19 Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, as added by sub-
20 sections (a), applies beginning on the date that is 2 years

21 after the date of enactment of this Act.
